Vikings Tasmania 
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Entry 
Entry is permitted to any club team that is currently registered and playing in a Vikings 
Futsal Competition Australia wide. 
 
Teams can only register players who are currently involved in their local league squad.  
Teams are not permitted to approach or register players who are not actively participating 
in their midweek squad.1 
 
All entry fees and player registrations must be paid in full no later than a week before the 
competition is set to begin. 
 

Cost 
The cost for entering a team in the 2009 Tasmanian State Titles is $150.  
 

Categories 
Vikings Tasmania is offering the following categories for the 2009 Tasmanian State Club 
competition: 
 
Under 8’s 
Under 10’s 
Under 11’s 
Under 12’s 
Under 13’s 
Under 14’s 
Under 12 Girls 
Under 14 Girls 
Open Men 1 
Open Men 22 
Open Women 
  

Pre-requisites 
A minimum of 4 teams is required to establish a competition for each category.  If a 
category doesn’t have four registered teams then that category maybe merged with one of 
similar standard.  

                                                                        
1 Exceptions will only be made if a written application is made to Vikings Tasmania.  Vikings Tasmania will only 
approve applications that are determined not to detriment the competition. 
2 Only teams currently registered in a Division 2 competition or lower can enter Open Men 2.  Also no state Futsal 
players are allowed to participate in Open Men 2. 
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Teams can only enter in the category which covers all players.  If you have a player who is 
older than the rest of the squad, then the team will be forced to register in the category that 
covers that individual as well as the rest of the squad.  No exceptions. 
 

Format 
The competition is currently run over one day.  (Though this is expected to change to 
accommodate the growth of the competition in years to come.)   
 
The format for the 2009 Tasmanian State Titles is such:

Competition Rules 

Team Sheets 
All team sheets are to be completed before a match can start.  Vikings Tasmania will provide 
competition team sheets to be completed on the day.  Team officials are to provide the 
details of manager, players & player’s numbers in the required fields.  If any of the required 
fields are deemed to have been incorrectly completed Vikings Tasmania is within its rights to 
allocate a forfeit. 
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Clothing 

Teams 
Teams are required to have matching shirts and shorts with all shirts numbered clearly. 
 
 

Individuals 
Players are to follow the current guidelines: 

¶ Shin Pads 

¶ Socks that cover Shin Pads 

¶ Soccer Shorts are to be worn at all times (Shorts cannot be worn below knee height) 

¶ NO Jeans, Cargo Pants or Tracksuit Pants can be worn (Tracksuit Pants can be worn 
by Goalkeeper ONLY) 

¶ NO jewellery is to be worn (This includes any sort of wrap on a players wrist.  If a 
player has a stud or cannot remove earring, the stud/earring must be taped over and 
passed for safety by the match official before the player can participate in 
competition.) 
  

Please be aware that the above clothing guidelines are not negotiable.  Vikings Tasmania 
can refuse a player or team entry if all of these guidelines are not met. 
 
If there is a clash of colours when teams are playing the home team on the sheet will be 
required to wear bibs supplied by Vikings Tasmania. 
 
 

Length of Games 
All Round Robin games are allocated 2 X 20min periods.  If an injury occurs and a player is 
unable to leave the court the time is to continue until the required allocated time lapses.  
This includes the required half time break.  The result will stand if a minimum of 10 minutes 
is played or a mutual decision is met by both teams participating that doesn’t affect the 
participation of other teams in the competition. 
 

Semi Finals & Finals 
If a match ends level at the end of normal time, then a period of 5 minutes will be played 
with the first team to score declared the winner.  If after the 5 minute period lapses neither 
team has scored then a penalty shootout will be required to decide the winner of the 
match. 
 
 

Match Balls 
Match balls will be provided by Vikings Tasmania. 
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Responsibilities of Match Officials 

Safety 
It is the responsibility of all match officials to make sure that a safe, friendly environment is 
available for all players.  If a match official has a concern with the safety of players, team 
officials or spectators they are expected to notify venue staff immediately. 
 

Matches 
All match officials are required to make sure that players take the court in accordance with 
the safety and clothing requirements. 
 

Match Reporting 
All referees are required to immediately return the team sheet following completion of 
match to venue staff.  It is also the responsibility of the referee to make it clear on the team 
sheet or result, cautions & incidents. 
 

Suspensions 
If a player has been sent off during a competition match they will be automatically 
suspended for the proceeding match.  If a player receives two yellow cards during the 
Round Robin stage of matches they will be required to miss the proceeding match.  The 
yellow cards do not carry over to finals 
 
E.G 
a) If Bob receives a yellow in his first Round Robin match and his third he will miss the next 
match no matter if it is a Semi Final or Final. 
 
b) If Bob receives a yellow card in his first match and in the Semi Final, Bob is still eligible to 
play the final. 
 
Vikings Tasmania has recently introduced a no tolerance to violence and has made the rule 
simple.  Any player, official or spectator who strikes any individual at a Vikings Futsal 
venue will be asked to leave the competition and venue.  Vikings Tasmania is well within its 
rights to refuse the individual to participate or spectate at any future Vikings Tasmania 
Futsal competitions. 
 
There is no formal appeals process as the referees decision is FINAL. 
 

Awards & Acknowledgements  
All Winners and Runners up will receive trophies/medals for their achievements.  We will 
also be requesting that each coach before the finals submits an All Star selection sheet.  This 
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is to be completed and returned to a Vikings Tasmania representative.  Managers from each 
side will be asked to complete this form.  Mangers are not allowed to select players from 
their own squad and Vikings Tasmania asks that discretion is taken when selecting players. 
 
Vikings Tasmania will also ask Managers to nominate the best match official of the day in a 
bid to recognise our underappreciated referees. 
 
 

Recommendations 
Team Sheets 
It is recommended that team managers bring printed versions of their team lists, so they 
don’t have to keep writing on the team sheets (Time Saver). 
 

Players 
It is recommended that each team have a minimum of 8 players for the day.  As teams will 
be required to play multiple games in close periods.  It would also be advisable that team 
officials provide adequate sunscreen for all players.  
 
Players should also have adequate drink and food for the day. 
 

Team Officials 
Team officials should look at making sure all players receive a fair share of court time, this 
eliminates any opportunity of backlash from players and supporters.
